Public Participation: 3 members of the public attended the meeting to make representations against Planning Application PA13/04780: Riversleigh, Dennis Lane, Padstow.  Concerns included restricted access to the build site, limited parking, overlooking issues, close proximity to some other properties, impact on drainage system and how this build could potentially devalue some properties in the area.

2 members of the public attended the meeting with regards to Agenda Item 7, PA13/04633: Padstow Holiday Park.  They were surprised that the Council had not supported their planning application at the last meeting.  They offered an open invitation to the Committee to see for themselves the improvements being made to the holiday park which they considered supported the local economy.  Their site was regularly inspected and was a 5 star site.  They were environmental aware and had been working very closely with Cornwall Council and highways in order to improve access and egress issues.
