Cornwall Council:

a) PA13/11203: 20 Dennis Road, Padstow: Removal of existing wall to create new parking area NOT SUPPORTED: i) Access too narrow and safety concerns as it is a regularly used footpath; ii) out of character with the area i.e. changing footpath to roadway, iii) query ownership of footpath, iv) aware that houses have covenant that they are not allowed vehicular access via lane.  NB: 2 objectives were received.
b) PA13/10904: St Kilda, High Lanes, Wadebridge: Proposed single storey link extension and change of use of redundant barn to form annex to existing dwelling house Outstanding issues relating to SWW, environmental health and highways required before Committee can consider this application.
c) PA14/00064: Lanwednok, 8 Egerton Road, Padstow:  Enlargement of existing access drive and part excavation of front garden  NOT SUPPORTED: Out of character with properties in area affecting the street scene.  [NB: Comment made that most properties have access to their garages at the back which is preferred]
d) PA14/00375: Treloar, Parkenhead, Trevone: Proposed extension of existing loft conversion  NOT SUPPORTED: i) Not in keeping with rest of the area; ii) design not sympathetic to area

e) PA14/00448: 48 Lodenek Avenue, Padstow: Proposed single storey extension NOT SUPPORTED: Out of keeping with existing properties i.e. in particular the front extension.  Concern raised with overdevelopment as house already has been significantly extended.
f) PA14/00372: Old Custom House Hotel, South Quay, Padstow: Removal of window and double doors to side elevation and open up the section of the conservatory with new sliding folding doors  SUPPORTED: But with the condition that health and safety concerns that the doors open straight out on to the highway be addressed.  Mention was made that the development will see increased usage in this area.
g) PA14/00511: 1 Dobbin Lane, Trevone: Construction of new first floor extension (over existing bungalow) and alterations to elevations  SUPPORTED: As long as no overlooking issues.
h) PA14/00461: 21 Treverbyn Road, Padstow: Remove existing conservatory re: pitch roof.  Proposed side and rear extension, front dormer and rear balconies.  Proposed rear terrace and hard surfacing.  New cross over to highway NOT SUPPORTED: Concern with overdevelopment and changes the character of the building.
