Declarations of Interest: Councillor Mrs T Walter declared an interest in agenda item 6: Planning Applications: PA13/10826 and PA13/10872 and Councillor I F McKey declared an interest in agenda item 6: Planning Application: PA13/10194.

Public Participation: 
2 members of the public had attended to talk in support of Planning Applications PA13/10530 and PA13/10872.  PA13/10530: It was outlined that they considered these conditions were more relevant to housing developments which related to hard landscaping prior to building commencing.  They would welcome the lifting of these conditions.  The area in question is well screened.  PA13/10872: Their future plans involve vast investment in order to deliver an all year around trade.  The swimming pool was part of these plans.  It was set back off the road and screened.  They had utilised the skills of an expert in its design.  It was confirmed the use of the pool would be for users of their site only.
1 member of the public had attended to talk against these Planning Applications.  PA13/10530: considered it was reasonable for the planning authority to impose this condition particularly as it was in an ANOB with the site also having public footpath access.  PA13/10872: Outlined that the swimming pool and reception complex was in an area of ANOB and he didn’t consider the siting to be part of the approved extension to the site.  He considered this would erode the ANOB and would have a negative impact on the community and environment.

A point of clarification was expressed by the members of public in support of this application. The Chairman invited them to outline what this was.  It was advised that the footpath ran around the edge of the complex, not through it and this was well screened.

e) PA13/10999:14 Church Lane, Padstow: Erection of an extension (resubmission of withdrawn application PA13/07524)  SUPPORTED
f) PA13/11206: Kalafrana, Parkenhead, Trevone: Remove existing conservatory & replace with front extension also remove existing garage & replace with new garage building with wet room & sun lounge to rear SUPPORTED: Provided that condition imposed that refurbished area is not used for residential purposes.
g) PA13/11086: Old Custom House Hotel, Padstow: Removal of existing window and double doors to side elevation.  Open up the room between the conservatory and the main space.  New structural opening  SUPPORTED: But health and safety concerns that bifold doors open directly onto public highway and as long as Conservation Officer satisfied.
h) PA13/11126: Trecerus Industrial Estate, Padstow: Proposed siting of 6 steel containers NO COMMENT (NB: Council will be responding in their capacity as a neighbour affected by this application)
i) PA13/11717: 2 Cross Street, Padstow: Proposed alterations and refurbishment including double pitched gable extension to existing dormer and existing flat roof dormer  SUPPORTED: Provided that there are no overlooking issues and conflict with neighbouring properties
Councillor I F McKey left the meeting.
j) PA13/10194: West Garth, Trevone Road, Trevone: Extension to side of dwelling and construction of flat roof dormer with balcony in connection with conversion of loft to accommodation.  NOT SUPPORTED: i) concern with erection of side extension due to its close proximity to the neighbouring property; ii) concerns that the application refers to a balcony but this is not depicted in the submitted plans; and iii) there are overlooking issues if the balcony is included with this application.
