a) Monthly accounts and payments April 2013:
i) The monthly finance report was received and noted for information.

There was much discussion on this issues which included: considered that it was a nice idea, however there was concern as to how the hall had run in the past; the member of the public confirmed that the newly formed Committee was looking to improve how things had been dealt with in the past.  It would treat the crest with respect and comment was made that that there was a faded crest on the hall; concerns was raised the public could perceive that the memorial hall was the Town Council’s responsibility if the crest was used on its stationery, there was some consideration that the crest be used to display on the building but not on any stationery, concern was raised that allowing the crest could potentially see other organisations seeking permission and a precident could be sent.  RESOLVED that the request be refused.

Workshop Unit 1: Councillor Mrs T Walter left the meeting for this item whereupon Councillor Watson-Smyth took the chair for this item.


Reference was made to the tabled paper which outlined the request to an alteration of the user clause for retail purposes.  There was much debate on this issue.  Concerns that were raised if this request was supported was setting a precedent.  It was felt that allowing retail along the workshops could create problems with customer parking, furthermore, the potential for more vehicles and people visiting the workshops could cause health and safety concerns with people accessing the camel trail.


RESOLVED that the request for alternation to the Unit Clause for Workshop Unit 1 be refused.
