Railway Car Park and Cliff Stabilisation Works Update: The update was noted for information.  The Town Clerk added that the surveyor had also been able to include more parking spaces.  Consideration was required on some outstanding issues, it was outlined these extra works would be included in the contract sum, as follows:-
a) RESOLVED that the loading bay outside the Business Units, access area into the Padstow Cycle Hire and the turning space (opposite the New Business Units) be hatched;

b) RESOLVED that bollards be placed along the parking spaces in front of the New Business Units; and
c) RESOLVED the roadway leading from the car park to the outer harbour be concreted.  
d) NOTED that Techcon had granted permission to the Town Council to undertake any necessary exploratory or improvement works.  It was still anticipated any works would be included within the contracted sum.
2013/184
Storm Update: Councillor Buscombe provided an update on the recent storms across the County.  So far the damage costs were £25 million and rising.  Government had promised £4.2 million for storm damage but it was hopeful, in view of the extent, more would be forthcoming with the possibility of looking to access European funding.  There were delays with assessing damage simply down to CORMAC not having enough qualified staff to provide such assessments.  He further advised that more bad weather was expected alongside high tides the early part of next week.  

Mention was also made of the recent visit to Trevone by MP Dan Rogerson to survey damage which had been sustained on both beaches, with a roadway being part destroyed.

The Town Clerk provided a brief update.  The adverse weather resulted in fallen trees in plantation, churchyard and the cemetery. Mention was made if further tree surveys were required.  The Town Clerk advised that the maintenance team now do a check after a bad storm to ascertain any damage and report to her.  It was considered that this should be discussed at the next meeting of Leisure, Tourism and Open Spaces Committee.
