d) Awarded tenders were noted.  It was outlined that the blockhouse had been put out to tender over the past couple years and no tenders received.  RESOLVED that the blockhouse revert back to storage for the Town Council for the time being.
e) Non-Domestic Rates for Council premises were noted.  There was a general discussion on the cost and questions raised on why some of Council premises were subject to rate charges.  RESOLVED that this matter be looked into by the Finance and General Purposes Committee.

Audit Reports/Inspections: 
a) Internal Audit Report (2nd Interim March 2014): Report was noted.  The Council was pleased to receive another good report.  Thanks were extended to the Council’s Responsible Finance Officer.

b) DVLA Inspection Report: Report was noted.  The Town Clerk advised that there were no significant issues to report.  Matters with data storage and checking had been addressed and DVLA informed.

b) i) Padstow Harbour Commissioners Development: Thanks were extended to PHC for offering detail on their development.  Their development plans were noted but it was RESOLVED to request that the extension does not exceed the Armco barrier on the PHC side and that the Armco barrier (PTC side) remain in place.
ii) BT Wayleave Plantation: The Wayleave agreement as a one-off payment of £903.75 was noted.
iii) Local Audit and Accountability Act: Openness of Local Government Bodies Draft Regulations: RESOLVED that no comment be made to this consultation.
iv) Malcolm Arnold: Noted that permission had been granted by the Padstow Harbour Commissioners to erect the plaque in memory of Malcolm Arnold on the Red Brick Building.  A ceremony would be arranged for Whitson weekend.

Railway Car Park and Cliff Stabilisation Works Update: The update was noted for information.  The car park work had gone over schedule but it was hoped that the remainder of the tarmacing would soon be completed and the white lining could then be done.


It was advised that overall, including all the additions made on site such as the concrete roadway to the outer harbour and the drainage issues, that it the project would be under budget by £19,230.45.

Mention was made the Railway Car Park up to the cliff behind the workshop units had had a topographical survey and that it would be advisable that the rest of the roadway to the Camel Trail entrance be surveyed utilising the unspent budget from the car park and cliff works, in order that this space can be improved at a later date.  A figure in undertaking this survey was £345 plus VAT.  Drawing up plans was a further £265 plus VAT.

It was considered that the Highways, Roads and Transport Committee could then take forward any future planning for this area.


RESOLVED that a topographical survey be undertaken for the remainder of the roadway leading to the Camel Trail.

Porthmissen Sea Wall, Trevone: An update report was tabled at the meeting.  Local Trevone Members also provided further information that CORMAC would arrange for the beach to be cleared and debris backfilled into the hole which had appeared due to the collapse of the roadway.

Councillor Buscombe advised that Cornwall Council was fully aware that the clean-up needed to be undertaken by Easter. Cornwall Council was pursing funding opportunities from Central Government for storm damage, at present only half of what was requested had been promised.  Therefore, until further resolution on this matter no priority list was being pulled together.

Centenary of the Great War WW1: An update was tabled at the meeting which outlined commemoration that would be taken place on the 4 August by the Padstow British Legion and also a World War 1 display by the Padstow Museum.
The Town Clerk also advised on the work of the team in that the Maintenance Team was preparing an area infront of the War Memorial to plant poppy seeds, Support Officer, Julia Downey had been progressing the restoration of the War Memorial and it was hoped this would take place in September.  The Padstow British Legion and John Buckingham, Padstow Museum had been informed and all were supportive.

Thanks were extended to the Support Officer and Maintenance Team in progressing matters.  It was RESOLVED that Father Chris be contacted to ascertain his views on a possible ceremony taking place once the War Memorial had been restored.
